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Project Background

Printz Publishing is a major supplier of computing books to UK universities. In a bid to improve the volume of sales, its new director has decided to collaborate with university libraries to sell books directly to students, online.

The anticipated benefit is that the company would be able to reach its target market more readily. 

The Marketing manager has approached you to design a website for advertising, and selling their computing titles to the target audience (university students). 

One of the main business strategies is to offer free delivery on all orders, i.e. students would only have to pay for the cost of the book(s).

Specification

· Students would be able to view a catalogue of available computer books on the company’s website.

· They would be able to make a selection of the book(s) they want to purchase.

· Each order would be compiled on the client-side, to generate an invoice that is displayed, in real time. The student can print this for his/her records.

· On submission, the order would generate an email to the sales department of the company where the order would be processed and dispatched.

· The library would debit individual student accounts to the value of the order, and reimburse Printz Books. This has the benefit of eradicating the need to collect payments online, and its attendant risks.

· The website would consist of a series of pages, including:

· A welcome page 

· Online Book Catalogue: Tabular presentation, with links to individual pages offering detailed information about each book.

· Shopping Basket: 

· Offers function of book selection.

· Accept valid input of requested details. To display relevant error message otherwise.

· Compile order, and dynamically generate invoice page that lists the order and computes the total value.

· Generate email to Sales department on submission. 

· Company Information page

· Contact Details

Organization of the Website

It is desired that the site is organized in such a way that visitors can easily navigate through the different parts.

To achieve this, the marketing manager has advised that he would like the site divided into sections, as illustrated in Figure 1.

It is also highly desirable that all the pages have the same look and feel.

	Since the earliest days of Internet scripting, Web developers have considered JavaScript: The Definitive Guide an essential resource. 	Written for Web coders who have at least some familiarity with HTML, the book doesn't necessarily require you to have knowledge of JavaScript programming or scripting. Using judicious screen shots and new code highlighted in red, the authors have made JavaScript for the World Wide Web quite intuitive. In this new edition, they point out features compatible with only certain Web browsers using new IE and Netscape icons. 

Along with its core content, the text includes an excellent genealogy of the various flavors of JavaScript, complete with an extensive object flowchart that is colorcoded by browser version. · Address line 1

· Address line 2

· Postcode.

· Email address

· There should be a suitably labelled button that would carry out the following functions:

· Validate the entries made by the student according to the following rules:

· The student number field must contain only numeric characters.

· Entries made in the Post code field should not be longer than 7 characters.

· There should be a suitably worded message to the user notifying the user of the error(s) as the user navigates through the form elements, and on submission.

· Dynamically generate an invoice to the student, as a separate document, displayed on the browser. This should contain the following details: 

· Student Number

· Name in the format: Surname, First name

· List of Books ordered + Price

· Total Value of Order

· Date of Order

· Generate an email to the sales department containing the all details entered on the form, list of book(s) ordered, and total value of the order.
